Flighted Division
In this division, fl ights will be determined by 
sporting clays scores and full handicaps will 
be used for golf. Awards will be presented in 
each fl ight.

SCORING
We will use the Stableford System for scoring 
the tournament. Par for each hole on the 
course is set and par for the sporting clays 

stations will be set to score comparable to the 
golf scores. One combined score will be used 
to determine the winners. � e scoring points 
awarded in relation to a fi xed score at each 
hole or station is as follows:
